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FOCUS ON FAM LY - Henry S. Sparks (1804-1864)

Henry S. Sparks the son of Jerem ah and Nancy (nai den nane unknown) Sparks
was born 22 April 1804 in Franklin County, Georgia and died 15 March 1864
in Pike County, Arkansas. Henry S. Sparks nmarried Martha Gsborn on 05
Novenber 1829 in Gai nnett County, Ceorgia. Martha ( Gsborn) Sparks was born
ca 1807 in South Carolina and died 08 January 1864 in Pi ke County,
Arkansas. Henry S. and Martha ( Gsborn) Sparks had the follow ng children
according to (the) famly record copied into the Bible of John Henry and
Mar gar et (Sparks) Wod daughter of Henry S. and " Marthy" (Gsburn) Sparks:

(1) Russel I Jones Sparks born 24 August 1830 married Sarah
Carol i ne Gsborn.

(2) WIlliam Erwi n Sparks born 10 Septenber 1831 marri ed Bedy

The 1850 Census finds Henry S. SPARKS and his famly living in Cherokee
County, Al abama. Shortly after 1850 Henry S. Sparks, his wife " Marthy" and
several of his children noved to Arkansas. They are listed in the 1860 Pike
County, Caney Fork Township, Arkansas Census; their Post Ofice listed as
Redl and, Arkansas. It is very interesting to read the Caney Fork Township
Census records. Many of the famlies who settled in Caney Fork Township
probably traveled with the Sparks and Gsburn fam lies when they renoved to
Arkansas. One nust keep in mind that one famly rarely traveled alone in
our early history but noved along in a caravan. For many fanmilies the trip
only took a few weeks but nore often than not it would take several years
because the caravan would stop to nmake a crop for the trek across country.
It was not unusual for all the famlies to be related, either by marriage
or blood. As one can see by studying this census record, Henry S. and

Mart ha (Gsburn) Sparks hel ped popul ate Pi ke County, Arkansas and added much
to the history in the area. Some of the descendants of Henry S. SPARKS and
his wife "Marthy" (Gsburn) SPARKS still live in Pike County, Arkansas.
